
• Clarify any parts of the passage that you don’t
understand.

• Discuss the things that stand out to you in the
passage.

• What do you make of John's statement about the world
not knowing us? What has that got to do with the f irst
part of the verse which says that God lavished love on
us?

• In what way does our expectation of Jesus' return
motivate us to purify ourselves? How does purifying
ourselves from sin relate to God's grace?

• Looking at the whole passage, what does this teach us
about fel lowship with God.

• In l ight of your discussions, what does John mean
when he tel ls his readers “whoever makes a practice of
sinning is of the devil”  (verse 8)? What then do we do
with the times when we do sin?

Share with your community one thing you would l ike
prayer,  encouragement and perhaps accountabil ity for
as you seek to l ive into your identity as a Child of God.

• How might those experiences shaped how you
understand and experience God's love?
